Bangladesh Parliament Resolution on the 
2010 Review Conference for the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty 

The Parliament of Bangladesh,

Concerned about risks posed by continued possession of nuclear weapons, their proliferation to additional States, the expansive role given to nuclear weapons in security doctrines, and the possibility of acquisition and use of such weapons by non-State actors,

Believing that any use of nuclear weapons would have catastrophic global effects and be a crime against humanity and that nuclear disarmament and non-proliferation can be viewed as being mutually reinforcing processes
Mindful of obligations and undertaking in Article VI of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty [NPT] to end the nuclear arms race and achieve general and complete nuclear disarmament, and the unequivocal commitment made by nuclear weapon States at the 2000 NPT Review Conference to achieve complete elimination of their nuclear arsenals, 
Highlighting the opportunity for States Parties to the Treaty to review the operation of the Treaty with a view to ensure that the provisions of the Treaty are being realized during the forthcoming NPT Review Conference to be held at UN Headquarters in New York from 03 – 28 May 2010;
Noting particularly the disarmament plan released on 24 October 2008 by United Nations Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon which called on States Parties to the NPT to implement their disarmament obligations through negotiations on a Nuclear Weapons Convention using the Model Nuclear Weapons Convention as a useful starting point;

Supporting the resolution adopted without opposition by the Inter-Parliamentary Union on 10 April 2009 on “advancing Nuclear Non Proliferation and Disarmament, and securing the entry into force of the comprehensive nuclear test ban treaty;

Believing that the $100 billion spent annually on nuclear weapons should be channeled instead towards attaining the UN Millennium Development Goals as well as the urgent Climate Change adaptation funding needs of most vulnerable countries;

1. Gives its full support to the Bangladesh Government to advance the UN Secretary-General’s nuclear disarmament plan, and especially the proposal for negotiations to achieve a Nuclear Weapons Convention;
2. Calls on the Bangladesh Government, governments around the world and relevant sectors of civil society to make use of the Model Nuclear Weapons Convention to assist in exploring, developing and implementing the elements required to achieve a nuclear-weapon-free world under a Nuclear Weapons Convention;

3. Encourages and calls upon Parliaments around the world to join the Bangladesh Parliament in supporting a Nuclear Weapons Convention;

4. Decides to send copies of this resolution to all parliaments, to the Secretary-General of the United Nations, President of the United Nations General Assembly and to the Chair of the 2010 NPT Review Conference.
